How do I sustain providing superior benefits when my healthcare costs are climbing 3 times the Consumer Price Index?
Historically not-for-profit organizations had the strategy of trying to make up for lower salaries than their for-profit
peers by offering benefits which far exceeded those found in the for-profit arena. This strategy has become increasingly
difficult in the past decade when health care inflation has been a steady climb of roughly 3 times the Consumer Price
Index (CPI) because most for-profit entities are paying a salary increase annually which parallels CPIl. (Over a 10 year
period that has equated to more than a 30% differential in benefit costs between not-for-profit and for-profit entities).
Many nonprofit Boards realize that it is unsustainable for nonprofits to continue to hold the line with Cadillac plans and
pay for healthcare increases which far outstrip CPl. Most nonprofit Boards are searching for answers to this tough
question of where to cut back and are searching for hard data on what other nonprofits and even for-profits are doing
right now to trim costs with their benefits packages. We can help provide that benchmarking data.

Vacation, wellness, third party disease management, voluntary benefits, leaves of absence and other
miscellaneous benefits you offer

Additionally, if you need to take a break, the Survey allows you to save your results and come back to them later. This
feature is useful if you have to stop before you answer all of the questions or if you want to return to the Survey to
change an answer you previously entered. Each subsequent year, you can just log in and update your answers from
the prior year which should only take 5 to 10 minutes, and you will receive the FREE Individual Customized Report.
